In Preparation for Advent 
 

For the last several years we’ve offered brief autumn and spring study courses 
at St. Anthony. Most of these have touched upon different books of the Bible. 
I am late in starting a study this year because, instead of focusing on one of 
the books of the Bible, I’ve wanted to find a series to help us better prepare 
for the rapidly approaching holy season of Advent, and then do likewise in 
February for Lent in 3-4 months.  
 

Why choose an Advent study? I have to admit that I have not paid nearly 
enough attention to this holy season in the course of my life. Perhaps it’s the 
same for you too. I’ve always given in to distractions: shopping, decorating, 
listening to Christmas music, in effect hopping over the 3-4 weeks of Advent. 
Advent is a season of preparation, preparing our hearts, our minds, and our 
souls, to welcome our long-awaited Savior on Christmas Day. I have  
consistently dropped the ball over the years. I want to do much better now. 
 

So, with Advent being a mere 4 weeks away, I am happy to announce that  
I have (finally) found what I believe to be a fruitful course for us for Advent. 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

    

 

 

 

Although I have not watched this series, I am familiar with Dr. Pitre's work, 
and I have learned much from him. In fact I doubt that this will be the last  
series from him that we will watch.  
 

The series consists of only 3 classes, 3 videos. However, I have no doubt that 
they will be packed with helpful insights because each video is 90-minutes  
in length. So, please be aware that each class will last from 90-120 minutes, 
video + discussion, longer than previous classes have lasted. With that heads 
up, I will state that I have no doubt that these few hours will help us pass  
a very fruitful Advent season as we focus on one part of God's plan for our 
salvation as it unfolds. We call this part of His plan for our salvation 
“Advent.” 
 

We do have enough time to complete this brief course before the start of  
Advent. With that goal in mind, let us meet on 3 Tuesdays, November 12,  
November 19, and November 26 at 6:30 PM in St. Anthony’s Parish Center  
in the center cafeteria.

You may also sign up by phoning 
the parish office. And as always for these courses here, there’s no cost for 
this. It’s a privilege to be able to offer these courses for the care, the  
strengthening of our mind and our soul.
