Feast of the Presentation of the Lord 

The Lord spoke to Moses and said, "Consecrate to me every first-born that 
opens the womb among the Israelites, both of man and beast, for it belongs  
to me." (Exodus 13:1-2) 
 

As faithful Jews, our Blessed Mother and St. Joseph bring Our Lord to  
consecrate Our Lord Jesus, to present Him, to His Heavenly Father as was 
commanded in the Book of Exodus, shown above. The Church refers to this 
occasion as the Presentation of the Lord in the Temple.  
 

The Presentation is the 4th Joyful Mystery of the Rosary. If we consider the 
fruits portrayed as we meditate on each Mystery, we can pray for the gift of 
obedience in this particular Mystery. Why obedience? Our Lady and  
St. Joseph were obedient to the Law of Moses. We are wise to follow their 
example and be obedient to the teachings of Our Lord and His Church.
