A few words of wisdom of Pope Francis: 
“It is not enough to say we are Christians. We must live the faith, not only 
with our words, but with our actions.” 
 
“Embrace with tender affection the whole of humanity, especially the poorest, 
the weakest, the least important.” 
 
“The world tells us to seek success, power and money; God tells us to seek 
humility, service and love.” 
 
“Holiness doesn't mean doing extraordinary things, but doing ordinary things 
with love and faith.” 
 
“The perfect family doesn't exist, nor is there a perfect husband or a perfect 
wife, and let's not talk about the perfect mother-in-law! It's just us sinners. A 
healthy family life requires frequent use of three phrases: "May I? Thank you, 
and I'm sorry" and "never, never, never end the day without making peace." 
 
“From the Cross, Christ teaches us to love even those who do not love us.” 
 
“Without this joy, faith shrinks into an oppressive and dreary thing; the saints 
are not ‘sourpusses’ but men and women with joyful hearts, open to hope … 
Blessed Carlo Acutis is likewise a model of Christian joy for teenagers and 
young people. And the evangelical, and paradoxical, ‘perfect joy’ of  
St. Francis of Assisi continues to impress us.”
