Pentecost Sunday 

That His Gifts May Bear Fruit 
 

The prayer that follows is part of the Novena to the Holy Spirit, recalling the 
7 Gifts that He imparts when we receive the Sacrament of Confirmation. 
 
While many of us, hopefully all of us, can list the 7 Gifts, just how well can 
we describe what each one is? To me that a main strength in this prayer. This 
helps clarify what each Gift is, and for me it helps me to better recognize and 
admit, with each Gift, “Yes, I need that, and the next one and the next one…”  
 
PRAYER FOR THE SEVEN GIFTS OF THE HOLY SPIRIT 
O Lord Jesus Christ, Who, before ascending into heaven, did promise to send 
the Holy Spirit to finish Your work in the souls of Your Apostles and  
disciples, deign to grant the same Holy Spirit to me that He may perfect in my 
soul, the work of Your grace and Your love. Grant me the Spirit of  
Wisdom that I may despise the perishable things of this world and aspire only 
after the things that are eternal, the Spirit of Understanding to enlighten my 
mind with the light of Your divine truth, the Spirit of Counsel that I may ever 
choose the surest way of pleasing God and gaining heaven, the Spirit of  
Fortitude that I may bear my cross with You and that I may overcome with 
courage all the obstacles that oppose my salvation, the Spirit of Knowledge 
that I may know God and know myself and grow perfect in the science of the 
Saints, the Spirit of Piety that I may find the service of God sweet and  
amiable, and the Spirit of Fear [of the Lord] that I may be filled with a  
loving reverence towards God and may dread in any way to displease Him. 
Mark me, dear Lord, with the sign of Your true disciples and animate me in 
all things with Your Spirit. Amen. 
 
Permit me to make yet another admission. While I believe the Church’s  
teaching that we do indeed receive these Gifts in the Sacrament, I have to say 
that they made little if any difference in my life. Why not? I wished that they 
would make a difference, but they did not...for the longest time. I took a wild 
guess 8-) and guessed that the problem was with me, not with the Holy Spirit. 
 
Then, years before I applied to study for the priesthood, I was given the grace 
to come across a Bible passage that provided the answer for me.   
St. Peter in Acts: God exalted him [Jesus] at his right hand as leader and  
savior to grant Israel repentance and forgiveness of sins. We are witnesses  
of these things, as is the Holy Spirit that God has given to those who obey 
Him.” (Acts 5:31-32) What a grace to finally see this. Obedience is  
a necessary ingredient to make room for the Holy Spirit. 
 
Maybe, just maybe, I wasn’t experiencing the fruits of His Gifts because  
I wasn't obeying Him. Maybe? No maybe. I had to drop the “maybe” and  
admit that I was living more of “My will be done than Thy will be done.  
I wasn't in what the Church calls the state of grace, without mortal sin on my 
soul. Whenever we live in the state of mortal sin, we’re spiritually dead and 
we block the operation of God’s grace in our lives. That was me. Grace is  
operative in our lives provided we’re in the state of grace and we strive to 
seek, find, and obey God’s holy will for our lives. Under those circumstances 
we have a peace that no one or nothing can give us in this brief life on earth, 
leading to never-ending peace and joy in God’s kingdom. Come Holy Spirit.

Denver Archbishop calls for end to violence 
that ‘only fuels hatred’                                                                                            
Expressing his deep sadness at news of an antisemitic 
attack in Boulder, Colorado, the Archbishop of 
Denver, Samuel Aquila, calls for prayers for victims, 

saying, “This type of violence must come to an end, as it only 
fuels hatred.” He invited prayers “for everyone affected by this 
horrific attack,” saying, “We ask the Lord to bring comfort, 
healing, and peace in the face of such hatred. May we listen to the 
voice of God who calls us to love one another!” Archbishop 
Aquila’s statement follows the teaching of the Second Vatican 
Council, which stated, “In her rejection of every persecution 
against any man, the Church, mindful of the patrimony she shares 
with the Jews, and moved not by political reasons but by the 
Gospel’s spiritual love, decries hatred, persecutions, displays of 
anti-Semitism, directed against Jews at any time and by anyone.” 
Nostra aetate, the Council’s document on the Church and non-
Christian religions, adds, “The Church reproves, as foreign to the 
mind of Christ, any discrimination against men or harassment of 
them because of their race, colour, condition of life, or religion.”
