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Before we discuss the Rosary, we should take a moment to mention the 

“Hail Mary”. 

 

Where does the payer “Hail Mary”, “Ave Maria”, the “Angelic  

Salutation” come from? From Scripture of course, from two passages in 

the Gospel of Luke, Luke 1:28 and 42. The prayer also acknowledges 

Mary as Theotokos (Mother of God) and it ends in our petition for 

Mary to pray for us now and at our death as we acknowledge our sinful 

nature. A form of the Hail Mary has been prayed since early  

Christianity and was popularized by St Gregory the Great in 590 AD. It 

continued to develop through the centuries into the form we pray  

today. 

 

Roots of the rosary start in the Third Century with hermits and monks 

using beads to pray the 150 Psalms. The Rosary continued to develop 

and St Dominic in 1214 had visions of Mary and from those visions  

encouraged people to pray the Rosary. By the early 1400s Dominic of  

Prussia established the Joyful, Glorious and Sorrowful Mysteries and 

Pope John Paul II instituted the Luminous Mysteries in 2002. The Rosary 

we pray today is known as the Dominican Rosary or Rosary but there 

are other forms of the Rosary, The Franciscan Crown, Brigittine Rosary, 

Rosary of the Holy Wounds, Servite Rosary, Scriptural Rosary are just a 

few examples. But no matter what form of Rosary we pray the intent of 

the Rosary is to bring us closer to God, to deeply meditate on the  

Mysteries of the lives of Jesus Christ and His Mother Mary. The different 

prayers of the Rosary are The Lord’s Prayer, Hail Mary, Glory Be, 

Apostles’ Creed, Hail Holy Queen and ending Dialogue. Other prayers 

can and are added, The Fatima Prayer, Eucharistic Prayer, Memorare are 

just a few examples of prayers that can and are added to praying the  

Rosary. 

 

The term “Rosary” comes from Latin origins “rosa” meaning rose or 

“rosarium” meaning rose garden so the word rosary comes from the 

Middle Ages and means “Rose Garden”. When one prays the rosary one 

is offering a garden of roses to God. 

 

But why pray the Rosary? A Rosary is much more than a string of 

beads; praying the rosary is far more than reciting a set of prayers. The 

Rosary is a disciplined bridge of prayer between us and Jesus through 

the intercession of His Mother Mary. We go from memorized prayers of 

petition, intercession, praise and adoration to deep scripture-based  

meditation and contemplation on the life and ministry of our savior  

Jesus Christ and His Mother. We enter what prayer really is, a deeper  

relationship with Jesus by means of focusing our attention on specific 

mysteries of our faith, by increasing our awareness of Scripture and  

entering the peace of Jesus Christ. 

 

In this essay we introduced Christian meditative and contemplative  

prayer. We will discuss these prayers more next week.
