As Thanksgiving approaches and we are getting the menu ready, 
gearing up for football, having company, and watching parades, we 

must not forget the key aspect of Thanksgiving: being thankful. 

When I began to think about the meaning of Thanksgiving, I of course 
thought about all the traditional things, but then I began to think about 
how it pertained to my faith and my walk with the Lord. Did you know 
that the word Eucharist means Thanksgiving? That means that every 

Mass is an act of thanksgiving to the Lord. 

When we begin to think about the way the world is and all the terrible 
things going on, it is hard to be thankful. It is very easy to fall into the 

“poor me” mindset or to believe the world is nothing but darkness. And 
let’s be honest—pity parties always want company. So we talk about 

all the negative things with our family and friends. But what if we 
changed the narrative? What if we started talking about all the                 

blessings God has given us? What if we talked about the love that God 
has for us? How would our conversations—and even our lives—                            

begin to change? 

When we choose gratitude, we choose to see God at work. We begin 
to notice His presence in the small gifts of daily life: a warm home, a 

shared meal, a kind word, the laughter of children, the beauty of      
creation, and even the strength to face another day. Gratitude doesn’t 

deny the hardships of the world, but it reminds us that God’s       
goodness is bigger than the darkness. 

This Thanksgiving, let’s challenge ourselves to speak more about 
God’s blessings than the world’s burdens. Let us remember the words 
of Scripture: “Give thanks to the Lord, for He is good; His love endures 
forever.” When we root our hearts in that truth, our outlook changes, 

our hope is renewed, and our faith grows stronger. 

May this Thanksgiving be not only a celebration of food and family,     
but a true act of praising God for His unending love.
