This is the day the Lord has made; let us be glad and rejoice in
it. As the Lord appeared to His disciples after His resurrection
with the greetings of “peace”, we are also invited to extend the
peace of Christ to the ends of the world.

Brothers and sisters in Christ, this is an opportunity to
celebrate and be inspired by the glorious message of Easter
season. After preparing ourselves during the six weeks of Lent,
we can now celebrate the joyous feast of Easter, the heart of
our Christian faith. Easter, for us Christins, is the passage from
old to new; from darkness to light; and from suffering to joy. It
is such a hope-filled and life-giving feast that the Church grants
us to celebrate, not just for a day but for an entire fifty-day
season.

By the Cross, we celebrate Christ’s victory over sin and death,
a creation of new life for us all and a proof of God’s love for
humanity. We die with Him through our baptism and hope to
rise with Him on the last day.

As we read in the first reading today, and after experiencing
the joy of Christ’s resurrection, we, as Peter did, are called to
be witnesses of the good news. We are commissioned by the
Lord to preach to the people and testify that He is the one
appointed by God as the judge of the living and the dead, and
that whoever believes in Him will receive forgiveness of sins
through his name.

As we heard from the Gospel texts that following the Passion
and death of Jesus Christ, the Apostles went into hiding
because they were anxious and afraid, we have also passed
through times of despair and hopelessness. At Easter, through
the Resurrection, God has conquered both sin and death. This is
God’s definitive and ultimate response to death. He has
conquered death. It is He, The Risen Jesus Christ, who is the
Way, the Truth and the Life. Let us rejoice and be glad.
