Kerygma

“Let all the house of Israel, therefore, know assuredly that God has
made him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.”
Acts 2:36
knpoypa (ko-'rig-ma)

Kerygma is a Greek word that means, proclamation of good news.
For us, Christians, that Proclamation means, the Good News of salvation
of the humankind through Jesus Christ.

We read in the book of Genesis that God is the creator of human-
kind: “Then God said, let us make man in our image, after our like-
ness... So, God created man in his own image... male and female he
created them. And God saw everything that he had made, and behold,
it was very good.” Gen 1:26-31. “The Lord God took man and put him
in the garden of Eden to till it and keep it. And God commanded the
man, you may freely eat of every tree of the garden; but of the tree of
the knowledge of good an evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you
eat of it you shall die.” Gen 2:15-17. Everything was very good for a long
time, until the devil tempts our first parents. “... the serpent said to the
woman, “you will not die, For God knows that when you eat of it your
eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.”
So, when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, ... she took
of its fruit and ate; and she also gave some to her husband, and he ate.
Then the eyes of both were opened, and they knew that they were na-
ked (they realize they have sinned).” Gen 3:4-7 The consequence of that
original sin is death “... they heard the sound of the Lord God walking
in the garden, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the
presence of God” Gen 3:8. Sin separates us from the presence of God.

The project of God has always been Life. God does not want
humankind to die, so he promises redemption. “God said to the
serpent ... | will put enmity between you and the woman, and between
your seed and her seed; he shall bruise your head, and you shall
bruise his heel.” Gen 3:14-15. When God says, “He shall bruise your
head,” God is proclaiming Jesus Christ as Lord and Mesiah. Isaiah will
proclaim: “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed
me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim
release to the captives and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at
liberty those who are oppressed, to proclaim the acceptable year of the
Lord.” Is é1:1-2 On the day of Pentecost, Peter proclaims: “Let all the
house of Israel therefore know assuredly that God has made him both
Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.” Acts 2:36
From Pentecost on to our time this has been the Kerygma or
Apostolic proclamation of salvation through Jesus Christ.
