Today, celebrate fathers and honor them for the important role they
play in raising children, providing for their families and the good
influence they have in our society. This is a great day to give your dad a
gift; he never has enough ties or grilling aprons. Of course, what he
really wants is love, the love that he has for his children reflected back to
him in time spent together, small gifts, hugs and just doing things
together.

And while we are spending time with our fathers this weekend, and dads
spending time with their children, don’t forget the father we all have in
common, our Father in heaven. He loves us so much and only wants us
to love Him in return. The Mass readings today express this great

love: in Jeremiah “...the Lord is with me...”, Romans “...the gracious gift
of the one man Jesus Christ...” and Matthew “Even all the hairs of your
head are counted.” And we express our love for God the Father the same
way that we express our love for our earthly fathers, by spending time
with Him in prayer and thanking Him for all the gifts He has given us,
especially the challenges we face that help us grow spiritually and as
Christian persons.

But there are other fathers | would like to mention today that may be
overlooked on Fathers’ Day, our Pastors and Vicars. Men, ordained as
priests, that we call “Father”. Critics of Catholicism will point out Mt
23:9 where Jesus says “Call no man your father on earth, for you have
one Father, who is in heaven.” As Catholics we look for the deeper
meaning of Jesus” words and the context in which He was saying them. In
Matthew 23 Jesus is condemning the scribes and Pharisees for hypocrisy
and in that context, He is telling us never to give a man a title that
diminishes God’s supreme authority and is a warning against self-seeking
pride and lording it over others. He is not saying never to use the word
father since Jesus and His apostles use “father” in other parts of
scripture.

So, what are we saying when we call priests father? We are showing
respect for the special role they play in the Church and acknowledging
that they lead and guide us spiritually. The term “Father” for priests is
rooted deeply in the New Testament, even in the prayer Our Father.
Also, by saying “Father” to a priest Catholics express the belief that
priests are representatives of God on earth and that they do have special
roles on earth as spiritual fathers.

This is not to say they are perfect, they make mistakes and stumble on
occasion, but we will never see a more dedicated group of men that
desire the best for all people and have given their lives to bring us all
closer to God. They have earned and deserve our respect.

When you see a priest today, wish him a Happy Fathers’ Day.
