THE SIGN OF PEACE 

For us who go for Mass every day or every Sunday or even frequently, 

the sign of peace may be something we do just as a formality. For those 

new to the Catholic faith, the sign of peace may feel completely          

unfamiliar or just a regular greeting. For some, it may seem to be a 

“breaktime” or rather a time to socialize. 

So, what is the sign of peace? 

As St. Paul writes to the Corinthians 13:12…Greet one another with a 

holy kiss; the sign of peace comes right after the Lord’s prayer and     

before communion, where we greet one another with a symbolic gesture 

while saying “peace” to the person. 

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal mandates that before     

receiving Holy Communion, the Church asks for peace and unity. It is 

intended to be a sober, dignified gesture where the faithful express      

ecclesial communion and mutual charity only to those immediately 

around them. Therefore, the sign of peace should be given only to those 

who are nearest in a "sober manner". It is not a time to leave the     

sanctuary/pew, walk around, or engage in lengthy disruptions to the    

liturgy. 

We make this important gesture to restore unity and communion with 

one another before receiving the Eucharist.  In Matthew 5:23-24, the 

Lord asks us to receive the Eucharist with a forgiving heart (…, if you are 

offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother or 

sister has something against you, leave your gift there in front of the   

altar. First go and be reconciled to them; then come and offer your gift). 

The sign of peace is therefore an opportune time to reconcile before   

approaching the altar because we are symbolically making peace with one 

anyone we need to reconcile with. 

I therefore invite each and every one of us to take the rite of peace as a 

moment of self-examination…Where do I need to make peace? Does any 

unforgiveness linger in my heart or mind?
